Analyzing the Cost of Building Green 
Understanding Life Cycle Cost Analysis / Cost-Benefit Analysis in the Evaluation of Design Options for LEED Credits 

The USGBC LEED certification program has motivated the design process to look for new products and to evaluate their energy requirements and environmental impact.  Introducing new products and systems to building design has an impact on both the initial construction cost and life cycle cost of the facility. 

This presentation will provide insight on the process to integrate life cycle cost analysis and cost benefit analysis with the evaluation of design options for LEED credits.  It will discuss the importance of accurately evaluating the cost in the decision of which products or systems will be incorporated in the design.   

The presentation includes an actual case study of the US Treasury Annex that shows how a thorough evaluation of alternatives can minimize the additional initial cost of achieving a LEED Platinum certification.  In addition to reducing the initial cost impact the study shows the long term benefit and the life cycle cost savings.
